Café El Patio

Café El Patio opened in the basement of 119 Yorkville Avenue on April 16", 1964, managed by Manuel Sahquillo. At first
a Spanish restaurant it morphed very soon after, along with much of the Village music scene, into rock, R&B and Blues.
Mike Burak and Tony Fernandez are named as the owners of both El Patio and the Flick by Joe Lewis in the Telegram’s
After Four section, June 1, 1967; the latter opening nearby at 90 Yorkville on Dec 9, 1966.

Over the next ten years Café El Patio hosted many of the best groups from Toronto and beyond. Luke Gibson and Mike
McKenna, later together in Luke and The Apostles, appeared early in their professional careers at El Patio. David
Clayton Thomas, The Sparrows, The Paupers, The Lords of
London, The Stitch in Tyme, The Ugly Ducklings, The Private
Collection, A Passing Fancy, The Spasstiks and the Dynamics
to name a few, could all be found at El Patio at some point.
Beyond the well known groups many others appeared at El
Patio, captured here for posterity.
